It helps our children to
STANDOUT by developing our culture in building
resilience, confidence and self-esteem. myHappy Mind also
teaches children self-regulation and how to recognise and
manage their emotions during times of stress and anxiety,
helping them to be their very best selves.

The programme uses the latest research, science and
technology to help begin and develop life-long habits which
allow children to thrive. It consists of five units:

Learning about how our brains work.
Celebrate
Understanding our character strengths and celebrating
ourselves.

Developing gratitude as a habit.
Building positive relationships.
Engage

Engaging with the world.

The programme will be delivered regularly by teachers in
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EYFS and Key Stage [; whilst in Key Stage 2, children will
work intensively with the programme during the half terms
when they are not doing Art.

Each child has a myHappy Mind journal that will be kept in
school, and we are really hoping it will make a positive
impact through out school. The programme is supported by
a parent App where you can look more closely at the things
your children will learn.
